In early July 2009, | was asked to be the Capitolaires’ Show Chairman for a Christmas holiday
show to be jointly put on with the Sacramento Valley Chorus of Sweet Adelines International. |
drafted a contract between the two choruses and we established a 10-person Show Committee
from each chapter including a co-chair, the directors and the publicity honchos of each chorus,
along with a few other key individuals whose talents were needed to put on a show. Of course, a
large group of other members from each chorus backed up this committee. Sacramento Waldorf
School in Fair Oaks was selected for the December 5, 2009, Holiday Express Show.
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Finally, in early November, we found two youth choirs: the Antelope High School Chamber Choir
was available for the matinee, and the Oasis Chamber Choir, a group of college-age singers, could
sing at the evening performance. Both were under the direction of Angelika Dyadchenko, and were
absolutely outstanding. We were extremely fortunate to have found them.

The roughly $5,000 net profit split between the two choruses made it well worth the effort (including
more than $800 profit on the raffles...donated goods from chorus members, supporters and
merchants). | am very pleased and satisfied with the Holiday Express Show and proud of the
people who helped to make it happen. Believe me, it took the combined efforts of a great number
of people to bring this about. They were all acknowledged in the show program so | won’t repeat
their names here. But | want to state for the record that not one person of whom | asked something
failed to come through, and that — in the final analysis — is what it takes to put on a successful
show.

Learn the note “numbers”, One through Seven. Practice singing those numbers and intervals.
Learn how to assign the note numbers to the spots.

Learn how to find the key and the pitch for any note on the page.

Learn how to identify the “critical” notes in your part.

Wow, that’s a lot to cover! But we’ll do it! You will be surprised at how much this little bit of knowledge and
practice will improve your singing experience. This is literally the same course I've taught many times at
Harmony University, entitled Beginning Sight-Singing.

“Just In Time” is a popular song with the melody written by Jule Styne
and the lyrics by Betty Comden and Adolph Green. The song was
published in 1956.

The song was introduced by Judy Holliday and Sydney Chaplin in the

musical, “Bells Are Ringing.” A very popular recording of the song was

made by Tony Bennett, which was a hit that year. Decades later,

Bennett recorded it with Michael Buble as part of his very popular 2006

album “Duet: An American Classic.” Numerous singers have recorded Jule Styne

“Just In Time” since it was first published including Ella Fitzgerald, Dean Martin, Barbra Streisand
and Frank Sinatra.

Jule Styne was born in London, England on December 31, 1905, and died on September 20, 1994.
He was 88 years old. He was especially famous for a series of Broadway musicals such as “High
Button Shoes”, “Gentlemen Prefer Blondes”, “Bells Are Ringing”, “Do Re MI” and “Hallelujah,
Baby!” Styne was elected to the Songwriters Hall of Fame in 1972.
